Rev. Steve Smith  
It is with real delight that I begin my work at Love and Compassion Ministries.  For the past year I 

have been an Associate Pastor at First Assembly West on Pine Island Road.  My jobs there included 

pastoral care and outreach to the community.  I was thoroughly enjoying my job there when the Lord 

started to put a message in my head.  I needed to be counseling the people in my care not for just an 

hour or two, but over a longer term during which 

we could really work on their problems.   

 
God was also prodding me to reach the lost, and 

although my efforts at FAW met with some suc-

cess, I felt God was asking me to go among the lost, 

or as we read in Luke 14, we are to é ñgo out into 

the highways and hedges, and compel them to come 

in, that my house may be filledò.  In other words, 

God wanted me to go among the lost, and invite 

them to become part of His family.  Where was I to 

do that?  How would I ever find the proper venue, 

and above all, ñLord, Why me!?ò  

 
As I pondered Godôs will, I reviewed my path to 

ministry.  I had been called by God, very clearly at 

8 years old, but got no support from my parents.  

My father was an angry Christian; if there can be 

such a thing, so I gave over Christianity because I 

didnôt want to be that way.    

  
I devoted myself to the enemy for years, and ended up in disaster at age 50 after an experience like 

Jobôs.  Over the decade of the ó90ôs I gradually returned to God, and in 1998, Jesus tackled me 

from behind in an experience on Easter Sunday morning, which left me reeling for 

weeks.  Every time I closed my eyes I pictured myself at the foot of the cross cradling 

Jesusô dead body in my arms.  Soon after that my call to ministry reasserted itself, and I found myself 

pursuing it in different ways.  I did a year of college ministry at FGCU for the Presbyterian Church.  I 

found the Emmaus Community, and my Christianity grew and deepened. I became a Kairos Prison 

ministry worker, and participated in Kairos weekends at Moore Haven, and at Charlotte Correctional. 

  
I became very aware of my shortcomings as a minister and began an online program to complete 

courses qualifying me as a lay minister in the Presbyterian Church.  During this time I began to un-

derstand very clearly that our ordination comes not from the church, but from God.  Nonetheless, I 

needed a license to minister and pursued it through the World Bible Way Fellowship, first a license to 

Minister, and after a year of full time ministry, an Ordination.  Finally, after only 54 years I had an-
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swered Godôs call. 

  

As I said before, I was enjoying church 

ministry immensely, when God inter-

vened.  He pointed me at Isaiah, 55:8 ... ñFor my 
thoughts are not your thoughts, and My ways are 

not your ways.ò  ñBut Lord,ò I said, ñI donôt want 

to go.ò  ñNever mind,ò He said.  Then, after the 

Christmas Eve service at Central just days ago, I 

was handed two scriptures by a woman I didnôt 

even know.  She said, ñGod told me to give you 

these.ò  They were Isaiah 48:17 ñThis is what the 

Lord, your Redeemer, the Holy One of Israel 

says; I am the Lord your God which teaches you 

what is best for you, who directs you in the way 

that thou should go.  And the second was, Psalms 

32:8, a similar warning to follow the Word of 

God. 

  

Now enters Love and Compassion Min-

istries. Iôd met Ron Willis at a meeting at 
FGCU, and immediately liked the guy.  I so ad-

mired his ministry, and when I told him of my 

desire to Counsel, he immediately invited me to 

join with him in his effort.  He said he would pro-

vide me with an office, a couch, a chair, and what 

ever else I needed, to do the job! 

 
As another sign from God, I had been enrolled in 

a Master of Arts in Biblical studies program at 

Trinity College and Seminary in Newburgh Indi-

ana, and was considering a change in my major to 

counseling when I got an announcement by e-mail 

that they were starting a new program which 

would be an accelerated online course, in Biblical 

counseling.  To make matters more interesting, if 

I enrolled, I could apply all the tuition I had al-

ready paid, to this new program.  That was 

enough of a sign for me!  I made the 

move.   

 
The past three months have been difficult, as I  

transition to my new position.  I had to announce 

from the pulpit that Pastor Steve would be even 

more available than before, but would no longer 

be on the church staff.  I had to explain my calling 

to a pastor who had learned to lean on me as his 

right hand. 

  
But as I began to attend rallies for the homeless, 

and had an opportunity to preach to a group on 

the street at Thanksgiving, I began to see the 

blessings which would be involved in 

such a ministry.  So as I type this article I am 

sitting in my new office at Love and Compassion 

Ministries and counting my blessings.

That was the lowest point of my life!  I felt that I 

had failed to be a wife and yet I knew that I had to 

do all I could to protect my childrenôs future and 

mine. 

  
Upon finding out that we were looking for a di-

vorce attorney, Rev. Willis, with Love And Com-

passion Ministries, asked us not to give up until he 

had a chance to work with us for a few weeks.  He 

said that God hates divorce, that he could see the 

love we had for each other, and wanted to help us 

to see that love in each other. 

  
Rev. Willis has so much patience!  He worked 

with us for many weeks, listening to us, and giv-

ing us biblical reasons to hang on to each other 

through phone calls and several visits a week.   

With Godôs directing, he showed me where I was 

putting our children before my husband and de-

grading him.  He showed my husband that satan 

was using all kinds of items (sins) to punch holes 

with-in the protective barrier that God has pro-

vided though him for his family.   

 
I am happy to report that my husband and I are 

now back together.  We are dealing with the issues 

that separated us and I am so happy that we have 

started a new life together with new hope in the 

future, and a new life in Christ, thanks to Ron 

Willis. 

 
May God bless Ron Willis, Love and Compassion 

Ministries, and all that come to them in need of a 

new life.  With divine authority and true concern, 

Rev. Willis gives people hope, direction, and 

helps people change into a person God wants them 

to be.    

If your marriage is at its end, you need to know 

that change is possible if you desire it and allow 

God to do the changing.
