We have to choose to leave 

the past behind and decide to rise above our past.  

 
Take Ruth for example, she was given an opportunity 

to go with Naomi to Bethlehem and start a new life. 

Ruth decided she wanted something better, something 

more. Even when Naomi tried to get Ruth to stay with 

her own people in Moab and start over, Ruth responded 

to Naomi ñyour people shall be my people and your 

God my God.ò (Ruth 1:16) Ruth was saying Iôm going 

where Iôve never been, to create something Iôve never 

had. Iôm willing to go where I have never been to be-

come something I want to be.  

 
Are you willing to do the same? Are you willing to go 

where youôve never been, to be something youôve 

never been? If your answer is yes, then let it be so! 

Letôs deal with the past! Let go of old grudges, get rid 

of anger & disappointments and ask God for inner 

healing. You must choose to make new choices. You 

cannot embrace tomorrow if you cling to your past. 

LET IT GO in the name of Jesus. 

. 
Behold, the former things have come to pass, and new 

things I declare, before they spring forth, I tell you of 

them. (Isaiah 42:9)  In other words the past has come 

and gone and God is speaking of our future before it 

comes.

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You may not remember, but Knoxville was the home 

of the 1982 Worldôs Fair.  The theme was ñEnergy 

Turns The World.ò  If they only knew how true that 

statement was and still is, they would have gone out 

and bought stock in oil / gas / electric companies.   

 
At a population of 177,661, Knoxville is about the 

same as Cape Coral but much larger than Fort Myers 

when it comes to people living there.  Knox county 

comes in at 389,327 which is a little less than Lee 

Countyôs population of 454,918.  In regards to minis-

tries, Knoxville has it together.  It is so nice to see so   

many people volunteering to help reach the lost for the 

Lord.  In Knoxville, ministries work hand in hand to 

further Godôs Kingdom.  When one is in need, all are 

in need.  When one rejoices, all rejoice!   

 
One Ministry, called The Lost Sheep Ministry, is 

headed up by a wonderful, Godly lady named Maxine 

Rains who has a heart the size of Tennessee. With the 

help of  75 to 100 volunteers, they feed between 350 

and 400 people every Wednesday night.  They serve a 

free home cooked hot meal, with all the fixings.  They 

also give out sandwiches, drinks, and cookies people 

can take with them. 

 
They give out clothing, shoes, soap, shampoo, deodor-

ant, and lotions, but more important than all these 

things, is that they show them love.  They have volun-

teers headed up by Pastor Brian Thorne, that prays for 

people, no matter what the situation, for they know 

Jesus Christ is the answer!  They also have a wonder-

ful preaching service, designed to teach people about 

our Saviorôs grace and love for each one of us.  All of 

these wonderful things are being done under a huge 

bridge that protects everyone from the elements. 

 
The ministry has expanded to the young people in the 

Old City and surrounding area to include a Christian 

coffeehouse-- a gathering place for young people.  

Lost Sheep Ministry uses it to share the love of Jesus 

with the areaôs youth and feed both their natural and 

spiritual hunger. 

  
Maxine, the executive director of Lost Sheep Ministry, 

spent time on the streets during her childhood.  Be-

cause of this experience, she has great compassion and 

understanding for the needs of the homeless.  She is 

street smart and is able to love the people that they 

minister to, while speaking the truth with a ñgrain of 

salt.ò 

 

God gave Maxine the vision for this ministry in 1990 

at an Aglow International Conference in Washington, 

D.C. as she saw the depths of despair in the lives and 

faces of the many people on the streets in our nation's 

capital.   She brought this vision back to the East Ten-

nessee Area Board of Aglow International, which she 

served as Vice President of Ministries, and thus Lost 

Sheep Ministry was established. 
 

The mobile ministry which started out small, with 

only one person accompanying Maxine on the streets, 

grew quickly, and it became evident that Lost Sheep 

Ministry needed to become a nonprofit organization of 

itôs own. 

 
The ministry refers the drug and alcohol addicts to 

Christ  rehabs such as Teen Challenge.   They also 

have a group of people (Nightclub Guardian Angels) 

that minister each Saturday night with more than 20 

volunteers, to help protect 400 to 600 at risk young 

people who frequent the Old City nightclubs because 

many leave these establishments under the influence 

of drugs or alcohol. 

 
Lost Sheep Ministry is reaching the lost for the Lord 

by reaching out to them where they are.  But, at the 

same time, the ministry knows that they cannot do all 

that is needed by themselves.  They rely upon busi-

nesses, companies, personal supporters, volunteers, 

and other Christ led ministries.  

 
Center of Hope is one of them.  The Center of Hope 

is run by Lisa Elliot, another Godly lady, whoôs vision 

is to feed, clothe, and better educate people in need... 

to bring them from a cycle of poverty to a cycle of 

prosperity... to bring hope to children and parents 

where there seems to be none.

Teen Challenge states,  that between thirty and forty 

million people used illegal drugs last year in this 

country.  Each year alcohol and other drugs trigger 

up to seventy-five billion dollars in health care cost. 
It can cost one million dollars to bring a crack baby 

to adulthood.  It costs as much as four hundred and 

fifty thousand dollars to put a single drug dealer in 

jail.  The same four hundred and fifty thousand dol-

lars can provide treatment and education for twenty-

five people in Teen Challenge. 

 
US Attorney General John Ashcroft said, ñwe must 

realize that government alone can not provide the 

solution.ò  Teen Challenge, along with other drug 

programs, are working hard to provide a cure for the 

addicted!   

 
Jesus Centered Ministries provides housing where 

a portion of the rent is saved in an account for sev-

eral years, allowing the participant a chance to save 

for a down payment on a house of their own.  

 
A Hand Up For Women or also known as Knox-

ville Christian Womenôs Job Core teaches women 

life skills such as etiquette, budgeting, and the Bi-

ble.  They also assign mentors to the women in the 

programs, some of whom are court ordered. 

 
Angelic Ministries is another group that is reaching 

out to the lost with Godôs love.  They provide furni-

ture, clothing, personal hygiene items, food, appli-

ances and financial resources for women.   
  
Lost Sheep Ministry, Teen Challenge, A Hand Up 

For Women, Jesus Centered Ministries, and Angelic 

Ministries all make up Destination Hope for 

women in Knoxville.  It is a Jesus Centered Minis-

try that gives a hand up for women.  They offer a 

womenôs crisis center for ladies who come off the 

street and are awaiting placement in a long term 

facility.  They also provide life management, job 

readiness, spiritual development training, long-term 

Christian mentoring, inner city and foreign ministry 

outreach.  They also provide a low housing income 

program.   

 
They clothe, feed, and counsel the homeless.  They 

provide 12-15 months of residential drug and alco-

hol rehabilitation.  They also have a ladies crisis 

center. 
 

Please keep these ministries in your prayers  

as they are on the front lines fulfilling  

the call of God on their lives.
