Major Causes That Led To The Great Depression

Stock Market Crash of 1929

Many believe that the stock market crash that occurred on
Black Tuesday, October 29, 1929 is one and the same with
the Great Depression. Two months after the original crash
in October, stockholders had lost more than $40 billion
dollars. Even though the stock market began to regain
some of its losses, by the end of 1930, it just was not
enough and America truly entered what is called the Great
Depression.

Bank Failures

Throughout the 1930s over 9,000 banks failed. Bank de-
posits were uninsured and thus as banks failed, people simply lost their savings. Surviv-
ing banks, unsure of the economic situation and concerned for their own survival,
stopped being as willing to create new loans. This lead to less and less money to spend.

Reduction in Purchasing Across the Board

With the stock market crash and the fears of further economic woes, individuals from all
classes stopped purchasing items. This then led to a reduction in the number of items
produced and thus a reduction in the workforce. As people lost their jobs, they were un-
able to keep up with paying for the items they had bought through installment plans and
their items were repossessed. More and more inventory began to accumulate. The unem-
ployment rate rose above 25% which meant, of course, even less spending.

American Economic Policy with Europe

As businesses began failing, the government created the
Hawley-Smoot Tariff in 1930 to help protect American
companies. This charged a high tax for imports, thereby
leading to less trade between America and foreign coun-
tries.

Drought Conditions
While not a direct cause of the Great Depression, the
drought that occurred in the Mississippi Valley in 1930
was of such proportions that many could not even pay
their taxes or other debts and had to sell their farms at no
profit.

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The 1920's saw a stock market boom in the U.S. as the
result of general optimism. By 1928 and 1929 the
Federal Reserve was worried about the high level of
the stock market. It feared that the "bubble" compo-
nent of stock prices might burst suddenly. Business-
men and economists believed that the newly-born Fed-
eral Reserve would stabilize the economy, and that the
pace of technological progress guaranteed rapidly ris-
ing living standards and expanding markets. The U.S.
Federal Reserve's attempts in 1928 and 1929 to raise
interest rates to discourage stock speculation brought
on an initial recession.

Black Monday (October 28, 1929) was
the 2nd worst day in U.S. stock market |
history. Volume levels were very high
(around 9.25 million shares) as people
began to realize that no one could save
the market. Speculators could only hope
that the damage w(
one week earlier, on Monday the 21st, }
investors had their first glimpse of the |§
three Black Days as the volume was high |
(6,091,870 shares) and the ticker tape fell
seriously behind forcing people to sell blindly. Over
the next week, the market turned people into fools.

People Do Not Remember
The wor st day in histo
years (October 19th, 1987), which also happens to be a
Monday and is also referred to as "Black Monday."

When the stock market crashed on October 29, 1929;
"Black Tuesday", firms cut back their plans for further
purchase of products. Firms cut back production. Out
-of-work consumers and those who feared they might
soon be out of work, cut back on purchases. Firms
faced falling demand as well.  Falling prices
(deflation) for goods and out-of work consumers set in
motion this countryads

With prices falling at ten percent per year, investors
could calculate that they would earn less profit invest-
ing now than delaying investment until next year when
their dollars would stretch ten percent further. Bank-
ing panics and the collapse of the world monetary sys-
tem cast doubt on everyone's credit, and reinforced the
belief that now was a time to watch and wait.

Firms and individuals started the process of liquida-
tion. Homes, farms, and businesses were sold or auc-
tioned off. Banks closed their doors because there was
a run on the banks. People panicked! They wanted to
get their money out before they lost it also.
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By the end of November, investors had lost $100 bil-
lion in just two months. Within the next few weeks
many investors lost everything they had. Many
jumped to their death from tall buildings and bridges.
