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2. Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him en-
dured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.

So what kind of race are we running? Many Christians today are walking around in despair and defeat.
They have lost their zeal for the Lord. A large number of us have lost our desire to serve God as we once
did. We have lost the joy of the Lord. We have lost our first love. We have become more of the world
and less of God. Many have become ashamed of saying anything that might come across as spiritual.

Mark 8:38 says: Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me and of my words in this adulterous and sin-
ful generation; of him also shall the Son of man be ashamed, when he cometh in the glory of his Father
with the holy angels.

Look, before you were born our Lord knew you! He has plans for you. He has a will for your life. Now
He is not going to force His way upon you, but He will only allow you to say no to Him just so many times
and then He will allow you to live your life as you wish. So what are we to do to get right with God as
when we first accepted our Lord as Savior.

I, Start glorifying God in everything you do. Don’t be ashamed of God. Speak about Him to all.
2. Be thankful! Thank God for all things.

3. Don’t put God in a small box. This world will tell you it is impossible, but God says, “all things are
possible.”

4. Don’t let this world harden your heart to God’s Will for your life. Have faith in Him.
5. Open your heart to everything God wants for your life.
6. And most importantly is to trust and obey our Lord!

Many people will pray but never act on what our Lord is asking them to do. We must step out in faith and
obedience to what God tells us to do. We allow finances, family, job circumstances, our own fears, and
other insecurities talk us out of doing the will of God. The Bible is full of people that took a stand for God
and God is looking for people today that are willing to do the same. If you want to change the world for
our Lord, then trust and obey.

It took years and many people to give us the Bible (the divinely inspired revelation of God) as we have it
today. Just think of how many words and letters it took to give us the Word of God. Yet we know that our
Lord gave all the writers everything they needed to complete the task. Did God will others to write por-
tions of the Bible and they said no? What would have happened to human history or animal life if Noah
had said no to God?

What about Abraham, Moses, Joshua, Daniel, Gideon, Elijah, Elisha, Ezekiel, John the Baptist, Matthew,
Mark, Philip, Stephen, Luke, John, Peter, Paul, Jonah, David and so many others that obeyed our Lord at
such a time as was needed. We would not have a Savior if Jesus had said no to God!

You know that there are more than 120 miracles in the Bible which are really an intervention of a super-
natural power, usually coming about by God, using ordinary people that were being obedient. So, we can
rebel against God’s wishes as many have in the past and will do in the future or we can trust and obey and
be used by our Lord and Savior.

The first day of school our professor introduced himself
and challenged us to get to know someone we didn't al-
ready know. | stood up to look around when a gentle
hand touched my shoulder.

I turned around to find a wrinkled, little old lady beam-
ing up at me with a smile that lit up her entire being.

She said, 'Hi handsome. My name is Rose. I'm eighty-
seven years old. Can | give you a hug? 1 laughed and
enthusiastically responded; 'Of course you may!" and she
gave me a giant squeeze.

'Why are you in college at such a young, innocent age?" |
asked. She jokingly replied, 'I'm here to meet a rich hus-
band, get married, and have a couple of kids..."' 'No seri-
ously," | asked. | was curious what may have motivated
her to be taking on this challenge at her age. 'l always
dreamed of having a college education and now I'm get-
ting one! she told me.

After class we walked to the student union building and
shared a chocolate milkshake. We became instant
friends. Every day for the next three months we would
leave class together and talk nonstop. | was always mes-
merized listening to this 'time machine' as she shared her
wisdom and experience with me.

Over the course of the year, Rose became a campus icon
and she easily made friends wherever she went. She
loved to dress up and she reveled in the attention be-
stowed upon her from the other students. She was living
it up.

At the end of the semester we invited Rose to speak at
our football banquet. I'll never forget what she taught us.
She was introduced and stepped up to the podium. As
she began to deliver her prepared speech, she dropped
her three by five cards on the floor.

Frustrated and a little embarrassed she leaned into the
microphone and simply said, 'I'm sorry I'm so jittery. |
gave up beer for Lent and this whiskey is killing me! I'll
never get my speech back in order so let me just tell you
what | know.

As we laughed she cleared her throat and began,
“We do not stop playing because we are old; we grow
old because we stop playing.”

“There are only four secrets to staying young, being
happy, and achieving success. You have to laugh and
find humor every day. You've got to have a dream.
When you lose your dreams, you die.”

“We have so many people walking around who are dead
and don't even know it! There is a huge difference be-
tween growing older and growing up.
If you are nineteen years old and lie in bed for one full
year and don't do one productive thing, you will turn
twenty years old. If | am eighty-seven years old and stay
in bed for a year and never do anything I will turn eighty
-eight.”

“Anybody can grow older. That doesn't take any talent
or ability. The idea is to grow up by always finding op-
portunity in change. Have no regrets.”

“The elderly usually don't have regrets for what we did,
but rather for things we did not do. The only people who
fear death are those with regrets.”

She concluded her speech by courageously singing "The
Rose." She challenged each of us to study the lyrics and
live them out in our daily lives. At the year's end Rose
finished the college degree she had begun all those years
ago.

One week after graduation Rose died peacefully in her
sleep.

Over two thousand college students attended her funeral
in tribute to the wonderful woman who taught by exam-
ple that it's never too late to be all you can possibly be.

These words have been passed along in loving memory
of ROSE.

| assure you, that is not the case. Yes, we do want people to be treated with respect if the inmate shows re-
spect. Yes, the inmate needs their medication if they have been taking medication before they was arrested.
No one should be given antacid tablets and be told that it is their cancer tablets when the jail knows that
they have stomach cancer. No one should be sleeping on hard metal till bed shores are bleeding, Inmates
should be treated as good as the animal hospitals treat our pets. Everyone should be given clean water and
food that is not left over from WWII.

Now that we have got that out of the way here’s what I tell people all the time... “You don’t like jail, don’t
come back.”

The most important part of jail / prison ministry is telling people about Christ. Jails and prisons should not
be hotels. They should be places where no one would ever want to go again. They should be places where
the Word of God is taught for many people are there because they are running from God!!!! | believe that
God will use circumstances to get us to quit kicking against the pricks of life, even in a jail cell if need be.
